“Patrick, missionary to Ireland in the 5t
century, writes that at the age of 16, “I did not
know the true God.” His father, Calpornius, was a
deacon in their church, and his grandfather,
Potitus, was a pastor. Patrick and his family lived
in Great Britain, which was ruled by Rome at that
time. However, the Roman Empire had suffered
greatly at the hands of the barbarians and the
emperor (Honorius) was weak. This left the
British Isles vulnerable and Patrick, along with
thousands of others, was captured by Irish slave
traders and taken back to Ireland. Patrick was the
slave of a farmer who made him a herdsman.
Patrick saw his captivity as the “just deserts” for
his rebellion against God. During his captivity he
tells us in his Confessio that he prayed from 1 —
100 times a day and the same at night. Patrick
states that it was during this time that “The Lord
opened my mind to an awareness of my unbelief.”
Patrick escaped and eventually made it home.
During the years that followed through several
visions he became convinced that God was calling
him back to Ireland as an evangelist. The legend
of Patrick removing the snakes (Ireland has no
snakes) from Ireland may refer to his confronting
the Druid symbolism of the serpent with the truth
of the Gospel. The connection with the clover leaf
may refer to Patrick’s strong teaching on the
Trinity. Unlucky Patrick? 1 think Patrick would
say with Joseph to his Irish captors, “As for you,
